Position One: CHALK Outreach Worker 
Position Description: Chalk Outreach Workers are a group of young leaders who work directly in the community. As front-line staff, Outreach Workers provide youth and their allies with resources and information. Outreach Workers inform the community about CHALK programs and build connections throughout San Francisco.
GENERAL RESPONSIBILITIES:

1. Public Speaking: Conduct presentations about CHALK programs and services
2. Facilitation: Create  and conduct skill building workshops
3. Assess community needs and identify available resources
4. Connect community members with resources and information
5. Build relationships with youth and adults in the community
6. Develop outreach plans and strategies
7. Participate in various community meetings and public events
8. Act as a liaison between CHALK and San Francisco neighborhoods

Position Two: Youthline Specialist
Position Description: Youthline provides youth and their allies with information and support by phone, the internet and television. Youthline specialists are trained to staff the Youthline phoneline, maintain the Youthline website and produce Youthline Live, a television show which focuses on youth topics.

The goal of ReSET (Re-defining Sustainable Employment and Training) is to provide youth on probation with job and life skills training, work experience and academic support that will lead them to economic sustainability. Youth must be between the ages of 14-21 and be on juvenile or adult probation in San Francisco. 

If I worked for ReSET what would I do?
ReSET participants will take part in orientation and job readiness trainings which include math and reading assessments, professional communication, resume and cover letter writing, and interview etiquette. Participants also will have the opportunity to explore various career interests, as well as be exposed to job opportunities available in their communities. 
If you are hired, you will work as EITHER a CHALK Outreach Worker or a Youthline Specialist.
